The 9th California Fleet News National Fleet Management Conference will be held at the Doubletree Sonoma Wine Country Hotel from Wednesday, June 6 through Friday, June 8, 2007.

A Vendor Fair that is open to all companies and individuals in the automotive industry and fleet management community will be held on Thursday, June 7 from 1:30 pm to 7 pm. It is a forum in which vendors may display literature and products for viewing and discussion by conference attendees. The conference drew over 250 attendees in its eight previous meetings.

· Approximately 45 inside booth spaces are available at $1,000 each for corner aisle booths and $750 for aisle booths on a first-come, first-serve basis and must be paid for in advance. · Vendors will be provided with a pipe and drape space of approximately 8’X10’ with one six foot table draped in blue, two padded side chairs and 1-500 watt electrical outlet. All other materials and supplies must be provided at the expense of the exhibitor. A 7”X44” one line white poster board with name and booth number is also available if ordered 14 days prior to the show. Event Productions Inc. · Limited outside display space for vehicles and equipment is available. Fees are based on area needed and/or size of the vehicles being displayed. There is a per unit fee of $250 for Sedans/Pick-ups, Heavy Duty Trucks/Buses of $750. 

Exhibitors who find it necessary to cancel their application for exhibit space will receive a full refund provided the cancellation is received BY MAIL prior to April 6, 2007. After that date, a $200 per booth service charge will be deducted from the refund. No cancellations will be accepted after May 15, 2007.

Exhibitors also interested in attending the entire conference and its sessions must pay $325 in addition to the booth fee.

Discounts are offered for companies with multiple attendees (See attendee registration form). The luncheon on June 7 has an additional charge of $25 per person for those vendors wishing to attend those functions while at the conference who have not paid the full conference attendee registration fees. The “Best Practices Awards” breakfast on June 8 is $15 per person.
